ASH WEDNESDAY SERVICE 

February 25th at 6:30p 
Holy Communion and Ashes 
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From Shepherd’s Care…  
 
The cold, winter weather has kept us inside quite a bit lately, but we are busying 
ourselves with lots of fun activities.   
 
Our day looks something like this.  Our early mornings are filled with free play and table 
toy activities.  The children begin arriving about 6:50 and by 7:30 we have eight to ten 
little ones enjoying our morning activities.  At 7:30, a second staff member comes in and 
we serve breakfast to those hungry little ones.  It’s off to school for two school agers 
about 9:00 and then clean up time for the rest of us.  We begin the structured part of our 
morning with a Bible story, followed by another story to introduce our theme or letter of 
the week.  A quick snack is next and then the children are given the opportunity to 
engross themselves in learning through a wide variety of intentional learning activities 
structured around the theme or letter of the week.  If it is warm enough, we head outside 
mid-morning for playtime.  Lunch is ready about noon and at 1:00 kindergartners are off 
to school and the rest of us are ready for a nap!  We have a group of 5-6 kids that stay 
awake at nap time and play in the youth room.  At 3:00, it’s wake up time, then an 
afternoon snack.  School agers come back about 4:15 and we usually spend the rest of 
the day engaged in free play activities or outside time.  
 
Each week has a new Bible story, a new letter to focus on, and many fun activities.  
Thursdays we have a chapel time with Pastor Mike.  We sing, we color, we paint, we play 
games, we make projects, we taste new foods and try our hand at new skills.  We work 
with the children on sharing, taking turns, and following directions.  We practice cutting, 
tracing, and lacing.  We run, jump and tip toe up and down the hallway!   
 
But most importantly, we talk about Jesus.  We are in love with one of the songs the 
Sunday School children used in their Christmas program and still sing it a lot.  We call it 
McKenna’s song because she helped teach us the words. We pray before meals and 
other times because we can and Jesus wants us to.  We try to bring Jesus into our 
lessons at every opportunity.  Listen carefully and you can hear the children talk about 
Jesus.  Shepherd’s Care is a busy place.  It is a place where love grows.   
 
More people are becoming involved.  Bernice Easler is our regular Monday volunteer now 
and Grace continues to come every Tuesday, Evelyn Esenrich helps on Thursday and 
Shirley Mingus comes on Friday.  We even have a member from Beautiful Savior, Mary 
Ellen, who comes regularly on Wednesdays.  Many thanks to Grace who has helped 
spread the word. 
 
We are excited about our future.  We are still getting calls for families looking for care.  
And God has blessed our current families with stable employment.  Alumni are calling 
about coming back for the summer.   
 
Keep us in your prayers as we prepare for our expansion.
