As most of you may know Carol and |, along withdt8ers, recently returned from our biblical studwrtof
the Holy Land. It was a fascinating experience n@hgeople kept commenting that they did not know ho
tomorrow could top today but amazingly, each dalyalit do the other. | am sure that those who teaveith
us will never forget it. It was an awesome trip!

Our guide and best friend, Dr. Jim Martin (Jim)Bable World Seminars, lead us to places that crossed the
country. Everyday was an adventure as we pregareddure hot/cold, wet/dry conditions while wedudkover
50 miles in the 14 days we were there. Some ofitbhst memorable places we visited were in the middlle
nowhere. Jim would have our bus driver Kamal stlgmg side of a farm field; we would squeeze thiotige
barbwire fence, hike to the middle of the fielshdfia rock to sit on, open our Bibles and studyetents of that
location.

Today, Israel is about one-third the size of Indiayet it has over 3 times as many people residirty Israel’s
topography (terrain) goes from 9,000 feet abovelsed to the lowest place on earth, the Dead $d3280
feet below sea level. It has year round snow aagreaks to beautiful waterfalls, tropical vegetatito
volcanic activity. Its western side is along theabtiful Mediterranean coastline, and yet half fded is
wilderness, which is a waterless, unforgiving placih vast sections of rock and sand.

Palestinians (whether Muslim, Jewish, or Christ@) living together surrounded by the armed presei the
Israeli military.

Most people going to the Holy Land hope to visitthé sacred sites, and we did. Nevertheless, thtrip
was about was more than just touring from one d¢htwanother. It was grasping the biblical cultafeesus’
day. As you know, Jesus was a real person, liumgeal time, and even knowing the original biblica
languages (Hebrew and Greek) the' 2entury American mind will still miss a good porii of what the
biblical writers were documenting.

As we learned about the culture, we also learnedtaihe land. God chose that land for a speotfason. It is
astonishing that in such a tiny area of the worttbtof the Old and New Testament stories took plddeere is
SO much more to say.... but if | say it all whall wou have to look forward to in next month’s ndeiger?
