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Nature’s Notes 
Black-capped Chickadee 

 
Chickadee dee dee dee—chickadee dee dee dee---chickadee dee dee dee,  hearing this 
sound I knew that one of my very favorite birds was close by and shortly a Black-capped 
Chickadee came to snatch a   black-oiled sunflower seed. He then proceeded to sit on top 
of my photo blind and began to peck away at the sunflower seed to get it open and get to 
the heart of the seed.  
 
Minnesota has two species of Chickadees; the Boreal Chickadee of Minnesota’s Northern 
Boreal Forest and the most common Chickadee the Black-capped.  Black-capped 
chickadees are just downright very entertaining!  They will sit on branch overlooking a 
bird feeder and just watch the other seed eating birds and when they see an opening they 
quickly dash down to grab a seed and just as quick they are back on a branch to peck the 
seed open. Once Chickadees get used to individuals they will many times perch on your 
open hand to grab a seed and then quickly fly to their perch.  
 
Chickadees are loners but at the same time will travel in groups.  When you see or hear 
one, others are close by. I don’t think there is any other bird that is so adept at finding 
food and many other seed eating birds will just follow a group of chickadees and let them 
find the food source and then just join in on the feast. Many times while out in the woods 
I will just put some sunflower seeds on a log and wait for the birds to come and almost 
always the chickadee is the first bird to arrive. Chickadees certainly are adapted to the 
cold Minnesota winter temperatures, but with their little bodies food is not only important 
but a necessity. The high protein helps keep them warm and at this time of year they are 
constantly on the search for food. Black-oiled sunflower seeds are probably the best seed 
to put in a bird feeder not only for Chickadees but many other seed eating birds as well. If 
you do have a bird feeder, I hope it is in a location where not only you can sip on your 
cup of coffee but be entertained by the Black-capped Chickadee.
