The youth room remodeling is nearing completion. After the room is furnished, 
the youth will have the opportunity to enjoy a fresh new space to call their own. 
This process began one Sunday in June, after I walked into the youth room and 
noticed the lack of socialization. I began contacting all the youth to set up a 
meeting. During the meeting, 13 were in attendance; we discussed the potential 
for the youth program, insight from older youth on their own experiences, goals 
for future events and ultimately, a new design for the room. The youth became motivated and inquired 
about the possibility of a Lock-In. At that point I couldn’t decline and my thought was “What did I get 
myself into?” Following the youth meeting I met with the Building Committee and explained the new 
design, receiving approval to begin construction.  
 
After approval, I contacted all the youth to update them on the construction process. The first week 

came and went quickly, gutting the room. The second week was a bit more labor 
intensive and included many hand blisters as the orange carpet was removed and 
kissed goodbye forever! The third week was full of high fumes as the walls were 
painted in three coats! On Friday of the third week, the Lock-In occurred with a 
total of 17 in attendance. During the Lock-In, the bright green wall was 
transformed with blots of bright colored paint to not only decorate the wall itself 
but also to resemble the blotting out of our transgressions, Psalm 51:1. The forth 
and fifth week involved installing the flooring. At this time a member of the 
congregation assisted in finding a buyer for the pool table. And last but not least, 
the best part of all, the final week includes purchasing furniture and completing 
the makeover! The Church may utilize all previous furniture as they see fit, as the 

youth have no need for it in the new room.   
 
The process has been fun, hard, time consuming, stressful, and amazing! I praise God every time we 
complete another task. The youth are full of energy and that has definitely helped continue to finish the 
remodeling in a timely manner. At this time, I would like to take the opportunity to thank the 
congregation. You all have contributed in more ways than one. Whether offering prayers, a helping 
hand, monetary donations or encouragement, all the help is a blessing! Thank you. A special thanks to 
the hard working youth who were present during the past few weeks, almost everyday: Zach Lehman, 
Joe Lehman, Brittney Davis, Airika Brinkman and Crystal Iannelli!  
 
Now, the youth room is almost complete, what happens now? One day the youth brainstormed many 
ideas for youth events. My personal vision for the youth includes first participation by the youth in not 
only Sunday morning devotion but also during services and meeting weekly. During the weeknights, the 
youth can spend time socializing, completing homework, playing activities, planning fundraisers, 
working on service projects or planning future events. At one point the youth have the potential in one 
month to meet at least four times for Bible Study, host at least one fundraiser, attend at least one social 
event, and have 2 days to spare to either relax in a safe environment or serve the community.
